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How to Sponsor: 

A UMB employee may Sponsor a visitor by following the below steps. 

1. Go to: https://authguest.umaryland.edu:8443/sponsorportal/PortalSetup.action?portal=426b16a4-98eb-4ba1-be82-063018295c78

2. Sign in with your UMB username and password (not your email). 

3. If the visitor information is known fill out the “Known” tab. If the information is not you can
select the “Random” tab that will generate a username and password for you. Fill out the date
range (max is 30 days, max devices that can be connected with username is 3).
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4. Once created you can manage the account in the “Mange Accounts” tab to see the 
username/password to give out to the visitor. You can also, extend the time (up to 30 days), 
suspend access temporarily, delete the account before it expires, and reset the password if need 
be. 
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
